7 a-side Information: 

The AW United Fall League is open to any person aged post-high school and up.  Each 
team will field 7 players including a goalkeeper.  A team roster consists of a minimum of 
8 players.  All matches will have a licensed referee and will consist of two 30 minute 
halves with no overtime.  We will provide a game ball for every game.  Each team is 
required to supply their own team’s t-shirts/jerseys. 
 
The field size will be approximately 70 yards in length and 50 yards wide.  All FIFA 
rules will apply unless otherwise noted.  There is NO offside in 7 a-side soccer.  
Goalkeepers are not allowed to punt and/or throw the ball into the other team’s penalty 
area without bouncing first.  This infraction will result in an indirect kick from the spot 
the ball landed.
